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The importance of realism to Frederick Douglass
Most African-American people will still remember Frederick Douglass. His achievements influenced a lot of readers. Frederick Douglass wrote the Narrative of the Life of Frederick Douglass of his an autobiography and many other books that were mainly based on realism. There were several reasons that made Frederick Douglass wrote realism the time that he lived in, people favored the realism and many different kinds of experience led him to know well about our society. His life was that people lived in.

Douglass knew the African-American's life as a slave because he was once a slave in his childhood. He was born in slave cabin in 1818 on Holmes Hill Farm, Eastern Shore of Maryland. His mother and father divorced when he was a baby; therefore, he was raised by his grandmother who was also a slave. When Douglass was eight years old, he went to Baltimore to live as a houseboy (A short Biography of Frederick Douglass 1). Even though he was young, he saw that owners would hit their slaves if slaves did not obey to them. In addition, he experienced the horrifying conditions that plagued slaves when he became a field hand. The slavery made him that fed cornmeal mush and was provided no bed or warm blanket (Abolitionist/Editor 3). Douglass realized the pain of slavery system in his country since he was a child.

Although Douglass was poor and had slave life, he was interested in learning something new like as writing, and reading. When he was in Auld's Home for caring his son, he could learn alphabet and some simple words with Auld's son. However, Auld did not let him to learn something new because there was a law that slave could not learn and other people also could not teach to slave (Abolitionist/Editor 5). Nevertheless, he kept trying to learn how to read, speak, and write by himself. One time, he read a newspaper article on John Quincy Adam's antislavery petitions in congress and he could know about the abolitionist movement. Besides, if he had earned a little money, he bought a copy of reading: The Columbian Orator, a collection of speeches and essays which mention about liberty, democracy, and courage in at that time's society (Frederick Douglass 6). Finally, when he became an adult, he published his own newspaper, The North Star. Also, he published his autobiography, Narrative of the Life of Frederick Douglass, and an American Slave (A short Biography of Frederick Douglass 3). By publishing his works, he showed his thoughts and his effort to abolish slavery to the people.

As he grew, he was a very out-going person. In Massachusetts Anti-Slavery society, he became a lecturer. Also, he was a colleague of William Lloyd Garrison. For the 54th Massachusetts Volunteer Regiment, Douglass served as a recruiter (Frederick Douglass 1). Because he knew the life of slaves, he really gave effort to help slaves. In addition, Douglass was elected as a vice-president by Equal Rights Party and he had speeches on freedom in The Columbian Orator (Abolitionist/Editor 7). To Abraham Lincoln, Douglass was an advisor in US Marshal for the District of Columbia; Douglass was a Minister-General to the Republic of Haiti. Going through a lot of social work, Frederick Douglass exactly knew what he had to do.
He knew the specific problems in the society system; therefore, he liked to help poor and uneducated people. Douglass secretly organized school and taught other slaves to read (The Frederick Douglass Papers 1). He taught that slaves also needed to have equal environment like other normal people. And also have equal freedom as he once fought with slave owners. Later on, he succeeded to get out of slavery because of impersonating a sailor. In addition, Douglass was documented equal opportunity and justice to people who is an indefatigable worker, and an unyielding defender of women's rights (Douglass-African American 3). He decided re-care of deeds for the District of Columbia. At the Library of Congress, Douglass papers mentioned the 19th-century African American abolitionist. He wanted to tell truth to people; therefore, he wrote some books with realism.

Frederick Douglass had many achievements for African American Society. He was the first person who detests slavery and collected funds for the setting up of an independent African American newspaper. His dramatization of the hacked prejudice of these southerners and their comeuppance effectively refigured the Atlantic crossing (Douglass-African American 2). Besides, his papers made known interesting in various subjects such as emancipation, racial prejudice, politics, women's suffrage and prison reform (The Frederick Douglass Papers 3). His all works were for people who were difficult live in a society. His achievements changed different things in history of African American.

Frederick Douglass had the influencing power in the African Americans by using realism during that time century. Douglass wanted to emphasize the importance of realism in his writing. Because Douglass knew what it was to live as a slave, he helped them and tried to tell the real story to people who had no idea with slave life.
